Suggestions on how your organization can
honour The National Day for Truth and Reconciliation and
use it as a day of reflection:

Learn and Unlearn Wear an Orange Shirt

Orange shirts are a way to honor and remember the
children and families who were impacted by and
continue to feel the trauma of residential schools. Your
orange shirt purchase should be from an Indigenous-

owned company, with an Indigenous-created design. All

proceeds from shirts should be going towards Indigenous
causes such as the Orange Shirt Day society or Indian

Residential School Survivor Society.
